JESUS, THE WORD
PRAYER

Scripture:  John 1:1, 14 & Heb. 1:1-3(a)
This morning we are going to be looking at Jesus’ title as the “Word.”  The word “Word” here means the Logos.  Jesus is the final Word of Almighty God the Father.  Why do I say that Jesus is the final Word of God?  Well, look at our Scripture texts in Hebrews.  It says that in the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son.  Notice it doesn’t say that He spoke to us through His Son, but by His Son.  Which, again, means that Jesus is God’s Word.

Matter of fact Scripture tells us in John “in the beginning WAS the Word.”  Which means that the Word existed BEFORE time begun and that the Word is eternal.  It further tells us that “the Word was with God and the Word was God.”  Then it goes on in verse 14 and identifies who this Word is:  the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.”  And we all know the verse in John 3:16  “God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son…”  So these verses show without a shadow of a doubt, that Jesus is God in the flesh and that Jesus is God’s Word!
So the question can be asked “Why would God refer to Jesus as the Word?”  Because our words are an expression of who we are.  It is through our words that we can communicate to others what we stand for.  It is through our words that we are able to express our innermost feelings and our innermost being.  Our words are to be an expression of exactly WHO we are.  Notice again our Scripture texts in Heb. 1:3(a)  Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person…”  Scripture says that Jesus is the express image of God.  And since Jesus is the Word.  Then God’s Word was the express image of Who God is!  Now are you starting to get a better understanding as to why one of Jesus’ titles is ‘The Word?’  Keep all of this in mind as we look at another title for Jesus.
Turn to Heb. 4:14-15  Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.  For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.”  (comments – H.S.)
Now we have seen Jesus as “The Word” and “The Great High Priest.”  What do priest do?”  They speak words on behalf of themselves and others TO Almighty God.  They intercede for others.  And they speak words FROM God to the people.  This is exactly what Jesus did and what He does on our behalf.  You say, “Okay Pastor, what is the point of all of this?”  Well, if you have been saved, then God is your Father and Jesus is not only your Savior but He is also your ‘elder’ brother.  So now that we are part of the family of God, and Jesus is the “great High Priest,” what does that make us?
Turn to Isaiah 61:6  “But ye shall be named the Priests of the Lord, men shall call you the Ministers of our God:  ye shall eat the riches of the Gentiles, and in their glory shall ye boast yourselves.”  You may be thinking, ‘this says that we are also priests of the Lord.  But that is Old Testament, it’s not for today.’

Then turn to I Peter 2:5  “Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.”  God tells us here that as believers, we are part of a holy priesthood.  Not enough for you?
Turn to Rev. 1;6  “And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father, to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever.


Amen.”  God clearly tells us here that as believers in Christ, we are also priests of God!
Now let’s go back to the premise that Jesus is our “Great High Priest” and He is also the “Word of God.”  So that shows us that since we also are priest of God we are to SPEAK the Word of God!!!  Why am I making such a point of this?  Because of all the problems and chaos that is going on in our world today!  What are we suppose to be doing in the midst of everything that is going on.  In the Old Testament, in the times of hardship, trials and tribulations, the priests spoke out for the Lord.  As God’s priest in this world, we need to do the same thing, loudly proclaiming the word of God.  Why?
Turn to I Peter 5:8-9  “Be self-controlled and alert.  Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.  Resist him, standing firm in the faith, because you know that your brothers throughout the world are undergoing the same kind of sufferings.”
Satan is on a rampage, he is doing what Jesus said in the Gospel of John, stealing, killing and destroying.  He is like a spoiled brat having a temper tantrum because he knows his time of this earth is almost over.  God says that we have to be:
· self-controlled

· alert

· resist him

· standing firm in the faith  (comment on each point)

How do we overcome him?  Turn to Rev. 12:10-11  “And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God and the power of His Christ:  for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.  And the OVERCAME him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the WORD OF THEIR TESTIMONY; and they loved not their lives unto the death.”
We overcome the devil by:
· the blood of the Lamb

· by the word of our testimony.

· Not loving their lives more than God.  (comment on each point)

Remember Jesus is our Great High Priest and He is the Word.  Therefore, we are also priest of God and we are to speak the Word.  What are the testimonies we are to speak?  Turn to Mark 5:19  “Howbeit Jesus suffered him not, but saith unto him, Go home to thy friends, and tell them how great things the Lord hath done for thee, and hath had compassion on thee.”  (comments – H.S.)
II Timothy 1:8  “Be not thou ashamed of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me his prisoner:  but be thou partaker of the afflictions of the gospel according to the power of God.”  (comments – H.S.)
I Peter 3:15  “But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts; and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you, with meekness and fear.”  (comments – H.S.)
Satan is on the prowl, in our homes, on our jobs, in our relationships and in this world.  But God says as His priests, we can overcome him through the blood of the Lamb and through the word of our testimonies.  Stop speaking what you see in this world, but speak the Word only!!!
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
